programmes/activities leading to quality improvement; g) Acting as a nodal
agency of the Institution for coordinating quality-related activities, including
adoption and dissemination of best practices; h) Development and
maintenance of institutional database through MIS for the purpose of
maintaining /enhancing the institutional quality; i) Periodical conduct of
Academic and Administrative Audit and its follow-up j) Preparation and
submission of the Annual Quality Assurance Report (AQAR) as per guidelines
and parameters of NAAC.
